Introduction:
The Tasmania University Union (TUU) was established 1899 and is the student organisation of the University of Tasmania. The purpose of the TUU is to promote student welfare and assist students with the non academic component of their University education. The TUU has developed a system to assist international students secure accommodation close to the Sandy Bay campus. In most cases students will be able to walk to the University and take advantage of the facilities available such as the Library and 24 hour access to computer facilities. We believe providing accommodation at low cost to students is a major benefit to students studying in Hobart, Tasmania.

The scheme provides bedrooms in shared, self-catered accommodation near the University of Tasmania’s Sandy Bay campus. Houses are furnished with a bed-base, study desk, chair and hanging space for clothes. The common areas include lounge, dining table, chairs, refrigerator, oven and washing machine. Most shared houses have three to six bedrooms. If friends want to share, send your application forms together when you apply, simply note on the form the name of the people with whom you wish to share.  There is no guarantee your request can be satisfied it will depend on what vacancies we have.  Smoking is not permitted within TUU houses.

TUU does not provide a telephone or internet service in bedrooms, tenants are more then welcome to set these services up at there own expense by contacting the service providers. Prepaid internet USB devices are ready available for purchase and are sold at the University Post Office.
We strongly urge International Students to make use of this scheme rather than rely on temporary accommodation, as there will be strong demand for the best places and the advance booking package deals are cheaper than using temporary accommodation when you first arrive in Tasmania.

Room Allocation
Upon receipt of the application and funds the TUU contacts the student via email and confirms their details and offers the best available room and quotes the weekly rental based on their requirements. Once a room is agreed a lease is sent for review then signed by the student and returned prior to arrival.
Leases and Availability of rooms
All tenants are required to sign a lease and are fully responsible for rent and damage until the lease end date as specified below, leases cannot be terminated early. The lease will be emailed, faxed or posted to your home address. You MUST return the signed lease to the TUU the same day as you receive it. Failure to return your lease may result in your room being allocated to another student. If you have difficulty in returning your lease, please advise the TUU immediately.

There are only a limited number of rooms within our scheme and are normally fully allocated by the start of first semester. To ensure a room is allocated to you please submit your application with payment in advance. Students who arrange their accommodation after arrival risk difficulty in securing accommodation.
You MUST specify your actual arrival date to ensure that your keys and room are ready. Applications WILL NOT be accepted without the arrival date and payment of the deposit.

Changing Rooms
If you wish to leave your TUU property before the lease end date you remain responsible for the rent until another student is approved to take over your lease. This is called the ‘sublet’ process. It is important to remember that it is not always possible to sublet; however you are still responsible for the payment of your rent until the lease end date unless a sublet is found. If a room is sublet the original tenant is liable for room rental up until the start date of the sublet lease, including one vacant day for an inspection.
Key Collection
Airport pick up can be arranged by contacting international services, the driver will have your keys, condition report and lease.

Fees and Charges
(all amounts quoted are in Australian Dollars)
The rental rate of your room will vary depending on the property. The TUU will confirm the weekly rental of your agreed room prior to you accepting a lease. Weekly rental rates vary between rooms according to their size, condition, facilities and location. Rental for rooms in shared houses with between three to five bedrooms 

are in a range of $125 to $155 per week with an average of approximately $130 per week.
You will also be required to pay your share of the electricity and telephone charges within your property. Payment should be made directly to the account holder or energy/telephone service provider.
Supply of bedding, (optional extra)
The TUU can provide a bedding package, for which includes:
A innerspring mattress and protector, 1 Flat and 1 Fitted sheet, 1 Quilt and Cover, 2 x Blankets, 1 Pillow and Cover, 2 Bath Towels and a Mat and 2 x tea towels.
This package is optional and is available for purchase only. If selected, it will be delivered to your room prior to your arrival.   These items are available at local stores after arrival in Hobart.
