Application procedure

The whole procedure from application to
confirmation and departure can take up to 6
months. All applicants will be notified of their
application status three weeks after the closing
date.

Research the institutions on the UT AS website to
make your choice. Speak to your Course
Coordinator about course selection and any
compulsory subjects that you will need to take.
They may also be able to make suggestions of a
good match for an exchange.

The process is as follows:
1. Application approval and ranking by Faculty

2. Provisional approval by host institution
(exchange is not guaranteed because of
agreement requirements)

3. Application to the host institution including
subjects preferred for the exchange period

4. UTAS Course Approval form completed
5. Application for accommodation

6. Formal acceptance by the host institution for
study period and accommodation

7. Visaapplication and flight bookings
